
21ST CENTURY SPANISH WALTZ 

VARIATIONS 
 
WE ARE ASSUMING EVERYONE KNOWS THE BASIC 19TH CENTURY SPANISH 
WALTZ, UPON WHICH THESE FIGURES ARE BASED… 
 
 
For Figure 1 – Couple Facing opposite couple 
 
Inside hands underarm turn 
Traditional Two hand turn  
Two-hand hold; Dishrag  
Two-hand hold; Cuddle up 
 
 
 
For Figure 2 – R and L hand star 
 
RH star and LH star back 
RH star and turn the “long way around” to go back with LH 
RH star facing into center, hop R side close 3x, step stamp; Reverse for LH star 
RH star facing into center, hop R heel click side close 3x; Reverse for LH star 
RH star facing into center, cross R over L, heel click, step side L 3x; Reverse for LH star 
 
 
 
For Figure 3 – Progress to next couple 
 
Skaters position 
Promenade position; Waltz Walk 
Rotary Waltz 
Polka Redowa: slide cut leap 
Turning Pas de Basque 
Cross Step Waltz (needs foot fudge) 
 
 
Also possible for just 2 couples 
 
 
Also done with Polka steps to Polka or Hungroise music 
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
